Reading, writing and math placement could alter the course sequencing and 

transfer date. Therefore, students should begin sequencing their reading/writing (if applicable) and math & 

science courses during the first semester, paying close attention to prerequisites. Students have the option 

of taking summer classes to lessen fall and spring course loads.

Students have 2 options when pursuing a Bachelor’s degree in Mathematics.

• A Bachelor of Arts degree will require 2 semesters of the same foreign language, which can be taken at either 

SWIC or SIUE, in addition to 8 Humanities and/or Fine Arts Courses (some of which will be completed with the 

Associate in Arts.)

• A Bachelor of Science degree will require completion of 8 courses in life, physical, or social science, in 

addition to 2 courses with a lab component (some of which will be met with the completion of the Associate in 

Arts.)

• Completion of MATH 35 with a grade of “C” or higher 

• A GPA of 2.0 or higher in all college level mathematics courses (on a 4.0 scale)

• A cumulative GPA of 2.0 or higher (on a 4.0 scale)
