Completion of an Associate in Arts or Science degree at Lincoln Land Community College fulfills SIUE’s 

general education requirements with the exception of an Interdisciplinary Studies course that all students 

must take during their junior or senior year at SIUE. 

This “Transfer Program Guide” is an example of proposed curriculum for students to use while completing 

their associate’s degree. Reading, writing, and math placement could alter the course sequencing and 

transfer date.  Therefore, students should begin sequencing their reading/writing (if applicable) and math & 

science courses during the first semester, paying particular attention to prerequisites. Students have the 

option of taking summer classes to lessen fall and spring course loads.

Students accepted into the Social Work program have the option of completing a minor and/or taking at least 2 semesters of a 
foreign language.

DECLARATION REQUIREMENTS FOR A BACHELOR OF SOCIAL WORK (BSW)  

 Completion of 30 semester hours of course credit 

 An overall GPA of 2.5 in all transferable work (on a 4.0 scale) 

 Admission to the BSW program; Admission is competitive and students begin in the major during the fall 

semester of their junior year or any fall semester thereafter. Students apply to the BSW program between 

November 1 and March 1 preceding their fall admission. 

ADMISSION REQUIREMENTS TO THE BSW PROGRAM

application for admission to the BSW program
