  Completion of an Associate in Arts or Science degree at Southwestern Illinois College fulfills SIUE’s general 
education requirements, with the exception of an Interdisciplinary Studies course that all students must take 

during their junior and senior year at SIUE.

This “Transfer Program Guide” is an example of proposed curriculum for students to use while completing 
their associate’s degree. Reading, writing and math placement could alter the course sequencing and transfer

• Completion of pre-requisite courses: ENG 101, ENG 102, COMM 151, BUS 209 or CIS 185, ECON 201, ECON 202, 
MATH 112, and ACCT 110 with grades of “C” or higher
• SIUE Students may not repeat MATH 213/203 or ACCT 110 more than two times

Additional required courses that SIUE students may not repeat more than twice are BUS 205/MATH 191. For 
additional information regarding the repeat policy for other undergraduate business courses, it is strongly 
recommended students meet with the SIUE Site Coordinator on SWIC’s campus.
